Teaching kids that learning is not limited to
school, and that valuable and powerful learning takes place in the real
world.

They provide shared class experiences and a sense of group

cohesiveness. And the best part is that the kids stay at school and
engage in incursion on the school grounds, a activity hall or oval. No
transport arrangements, permission slips or messy insurance
paperwork to deal with.
